Dear Parents,

I hope this letter finds you enjoying the summer with family and friends in a cool place.  We have been very busy at school preparing for September.  Once again, we are blest to have a group of Dads who have been volunteering their evenings to help paint throughout the building. The Extended Day Program will begin on the first day of school.  If you plan to use it you must be registered.  A registration form is enclosed.  Please return it to the school office by the first day of school.
Hot lunch will be available beginning Monday, September 20th.  Please remember to pack a lunch for your child until that time.  Hot Lunch cards may be purchased (20 lunches = $50).  You may also choose to buy lunch on a daily basis only.  The cost is $2.50 for lunch and 25 cents for milk.  As in the past, you may purchase milk for the entire year.  To purchase lunch milk for the entire year, you should send in $44 per child.  (Please be sure to read the enclosed information about the Hot Lunch program.)

Our Summer uniform will be in effect for the beginning of the school year.  You may choose to wear the summer uniform or the year-round uniform.  Please be sure to check uniform guidelines.  I ask that everyone work together to follow the established uniform guidelines.
