Frequently Asked Questions:
New Dress Code*

* The St. Clement's PTO does not establish or enforce the student body dress code. However, in our role as

liaisons between faculty and parents, we asked the administration for clarification on some of the questions that we ha
been receiving from parents regarding the new policy. Following is a list of those questions.

Basic dress code rule of thumb: the school logo must be present/visible on clothing at all tinies.
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| heard that this is a "transition year." What does that mean?

In order to help families build up their uniform wardrobe, the school is allowing sweatshirts, polos and sweaters
with last year's logo t0 be worn. For example, if you have "St. Clement's" embroidered on your child's uniform,

that is acceptable for this yeblext year, all uniforms will have to display the new St. Clement's logo/crest.

Are the girls still able to wear the navy skirts from last year?

Yes, for this transition year, the navy skirt may be worn. For any future purchases, K-2 girls will wear the
jumper and girls in grades 3-5 wear a plaid skirt/skort. (Pants and shorts are still an option as well).

Are capri style pants acceptable for summer uniform?
No. No style of capri's can be worn. Walking shorts are acceptable for girls.

For boys, polo shirts can onIy be worn with shorts (and the gym unlform) Oxfords are Wbr
with pants. For girls, polo shirts may be worn with shorts or skort/skirt. Blouses are to be W
with jumpers. o

Q: Does a sweater or vest need to be worn with skorts/skirts or shorts?
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Sweaters/vests need to be worn whenever pants and skorts/skirts are worn. The only exception is for girls
in K-2 who do not need to wear a sweater or vest with their jumpers.

During regular dress (after summer dress code ends), will students be able to remove sweaters/sweatshirts
in the classroom when it gets warm?

This will be dependent upon classroom temperature as well as individual studentOs needs.

Do children need to wear a belt on gym days?
Yes. A belt must be worn with all pants/shorts that have belt loops. Gym day is not an exception.

Do the children have to tuck their shirts into their shorts/sweats on gym day?
Polo shirts may be worn without tucking them into sweat pants. Polo shirts should be tucked into short

If my child is wearing the "school plaid” skort, is that a representation of the school logo, and does she still
need to wear a vest?

A sweater/vest must be worn with the skort at all times. "School plaid" clothing such as ties, skorts and jumpers
not the school logo/crest. Jumpers must have a crest and skorts must be accompanied by a sweater/vest with

: Can students wear a short sleeve oxford/blouse under a sweater?

Yes. Short sleeve oxfords/blouses may be worn under a sweater.

. If my child's gym sweatpants have a logo, can they wear a plain white polo and/or plain sweatshirt?

Yes. The logo/crest on the sweat pants follows dress code.
